


I.“FOUR-WALL" RENTAL RATES

Rental rates for the Tallahassee-Leon County Civic Center (TLCCC) facilities
are based on a “four-wall” policy. The basic rental fee includes normal janitorial
service, normal lighting and water services, and the basic public address system
as installed in the premises for the presentation of the attraction. Rental fees
for Conference Rooms will include the same,and in addition, a reasonable number
of chairs, tables and speaker lectern. There will be a labor charge for greater
than normal clean-up and/or set-up.

Rates do NOT include any special requirements such as ushers, security,
ticket takers, doorguards, stagehands, sound and lighting operators (when
required), exhibit/convention booth equipment, musicians, license fees, advertising,
etc. The number and identity of such persons to be used in public service
capacities shall be those designated by the Civic Center Director in conjunction
with Lessee. Rates for the above service and additional equipment requested
shall be charged at current Civic Center approved rates, available on request.

All events held in the Arena will be required to use reserved ticketed seating
unless otherwise specified in writing by the Civic Center Director.

Il. DEPOSIT

A specified deposit fee, as per contract, shall be payable in cash, by money
order, or cashier’s check at the time of signing the contract. The balance of
expenses shall be paid in full prior to occupancy, except for those charges that
cannot be determined in advance. Those charges that cannot be determined in
advance shall be paid in full immediately following the performance and/or use
of the premises. In the event of failure to pay the balance of the fees at the
aforesaid time or of cancellation by the Lessee, the Lessee shall forfeit the
deposit Rental Fee. For certain events a performance bond may be required for
reasons specified by the Director at the time of contract negotiation.When this
requirement exists, payment will be at time of contract signing in cash, by money
order or cashiers check and in addition to the deposit.

11 1.INSURANCE

Lessees of the TLCCC facilities, for all events, will be required to carry
insurance as specified below and will provide information to the Civic Center
concerning that insurance as specified.

The Lessee will indemnify, save and hold harmless the Lessor from all actions
or proceedings to recover damages for injuries to persons or property arising
from the Lessee’s occupancy of the leased premises or the Lessee's activities
thereon.

No less than ten (10) days prior to entering upon the leased premises, the
Lessee will deliver to the Lessor’s Director, a policy of comprehensive bodily
injury liability and property damage liability insurance, including products and
completed operations coverage, issued by a company authorized to engage in
the insurance business in the State of Florida. Said policy will name Lessor the
Lessee and their officers and employees as the insured. The policy will provide
for limits of liability which shall not be less than the following amount: (a)
$1,000,000 for injury or death to any one person in any one occurrence: (b)
$1,000,000 for injury or death sustained by more than one person in one
occurrence; and (c) $100,000 for injury to or destruction to or destruction of
property in any one occurrence. The policy will require that the Insurance
Company give the Lessor's Director at least thirty days’ advance written notice
of any reduction or cancellation of the coverage during the term of this lease.

IV. CATERING

Catering food service within the Civic Center facilities is provided by
professional qualified personnel within the Civic Center Catering Department.

V. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES

Due to State and City Law, the following methods will apply with regard to
the sale and/or service of alcoholic beverages within the Civic Center facilities:

Cash Bar Method - At the request of the Lessee, cash bars will be made
available at designated locations within the Civic Center at which time drinks
will be sold at existing retail prices at the time of the event. Under this system
no expenses are incurred if certain minimum sales are met by the Lessee and all
profits will remain that of the Lessor.

Hosted Bar - Where Lessee prefers to provide alcoholic beverages to those
attending their event, Lessee must make all set-up arrangements through the
Civic Center.Under this method all alcoholic beverages will be purchased through
the Civic Center. A fee will be charged per drink or per person which will
include all beverage costs, mixes, glasses, ice, bartender fees, handling fees, etc.
All alcoholic beverages must be consumed on the premises at the designated
function. Fees per person for Hosted Bars can be obtained through the Sales
office. Under no circumstances will alcoholic beverages be purchased from
outside the Civic Center for give-a-way, sale, or consumption on the Civic Center
premises. Civic Center policy prohibits brown-bagging in any form on the
premises or within the facility. Civic Center policy also prohibits surcharges on
alcoholic beverages for the purpose of profit to the Lessee.

VI.PUBLIC SERVICES - (Security, Ushers, Ticket Takers, etc.)

In most cases Lessees are required to have certain Public Services personnel
assigned to their event for service functions such as security, ushering, first aid
services, etc. These requirements will be coordinated in advance between
representatives of the Lessee and the Civic Center Director at which time
price quotations for these services will be made available to the Lessee. For
small events, costs for these requirements are normally negligible,for large events,
the charges for these services may become very significant to overall costs. In
all cases the Lessee will be responsible for these costs and Civic Center
management will make every attempt to limit these requirements to only those
services necessary for the comfort and safety of those attending the event.

Vil.BOX OFFICE AND TICKET SERVICES

The Civic Center makes available to all Lessees a full service Box Office
and ticket operation. Currently the Civic Center is on the TicketMaster system.
When Lessees are renting the Civic Center facilities on a flat rental basis, but
tickets are still being used for admission purposes, tickets may still be ordered
through the Box Office Management or placed on the TicketMaster system.

When Civic Center Box Office and ticket agencies are made available for
the sale of Lessee’s tickets, a fee of 50¢ per ticket will be charged to the Lessee
for this service. A full accounting system of sales activities is made available
daily through this service and monies from the sale of tickets through this service
are made available at the time of settlement with the Lessee.
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
